Shoebox Ministry  
In the spirit of giving, we as a MOPS 

group would like to participate in the 

Shoebox Ministry.  Operation Christmas 

Child is sponsored by Samaritan's Purse 

which was founded by Franklin Graham 

(Bill y Graham's son) and is a Christian 

organization.  Each year individuals, 

churches and other organizations fill 

shoeboxes which are sent around the 

world to needy children.  Included in 

each box is a booklet with the message of 

the gospel in the country's language 

where that box is sent.  Last year over 7.6 

million boxes were given out.  Many of 

the children receiving the boxes have 

never received a Christmas gift and 

especially a gift from someone who 

might be half way around the world.  

This is a very powerful tool to share the 

gospel in third world areas and it is 

directed to children 2-14 years of age. 

We would like each table to fill one 
shoebox.  A list of suggested items & 
directions are included in each pre-
wrapped box. (Please only contribute as 
you are comfortable.)  We ask that the 
filled boxes be returned by our meeting 
on October 30th.

Apple Streusel Bars – Emily Rhoden 
2c flour 
1/2 c sugar 
1/2 tsp baking powder 
1/2 tsp salt 
Mix well. 
Add 1c butter in big chunks. 
Add 2 egg yolks, beaten. 
  
Put 2/3 of dough mixture into bottom of 9x13 pan.   
Mix 3/4 c sugar, 1/4 c flour and 1 tbsp cinnamon with 6 
cups peeled, cored & sliced apples.  Sprinkle the 
remaining dough over top.    Bake at 350° for 45 
minutes.  Add nuts on top if desired.

Egg Casserole - Jennifer Pratt 
8-9 eggs 
1 qt small curd cottage cheese 
1/2 lb jack cheese (shredded) 
1/2 lb cheddar cheese (shredded) 
1/3 c flour 
1 or 2 small cans diced green chilies (I used mild) 
  
Preheat oven to 400°.  Mix eggs & cottage cheese.  In 
separate bowl:  mix cheeses, flour, & chilies.  Combine 
all ingredients together & pour in large dish (9x13).  
Bake for about 30-40 minutes.  I haven't mastered 
exactly how long it takes to cook, so check accordingly.  

Eggs should not be runny when fork is inserted.
