HOW TO:  Throw a Party for Toddlers 
Before about age 3, celebrations are really for you & 
other doting relatives - little kids won't remember a 
thing, & making a big deal might backfire (a noisy crowd 
can be scary). To keep things fun for all:  
-Invite family & the kids your toddler plays with regularly 
(four or five is plenty). An hour & a half is about right - 
enough time to play, have a snack, sing, & eat cake.  
-Set up big toys - pop-up mesh tents, oversize foam shapes 
& letters, riding toys, & baby strollers with dolls, since most 
2- & 3-year-olds would rather roam around & run than sit 
still long enough to make a craft. Roll out a long piece of 
bubble wrap for them to stomp on. If the weather's good, 
take it all outside, & add sidewalk chalk & balls.  
-Serve simple snacks like cut-up fruit, cheese & crackers, or 
pizza bites. Fancier food won't dazzle a toddler.  
-Let your child help you pick out his party outfit & the 
music to play. Make a special paper hat or crown together 
with his name on it to wear on party day.  
-Extend the fun by playing hide-&-seek with some of the 
gifts after guests leave. Give him easy clues to find them, 
such as "It's in the room with the blue chair."

RECIPE:  Tortilla Espanola  
by Deborah Avila from FoodNetwork.com 

About ½ - 2 cups canola/vegetable oil  
4 potatoes, thinly sliced  
1 white or yellow onion, chopped  
4 eggs, scrambled in a large bowl  
1/4 teaspoon salt  
2 to 3 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil  

Directions:  In a large skillet over medium-high heat, 
add the oil. Once the oil is hot, add the potato slices & 
onion, making sure they are well-covered by the oil; add 
more oil if necessary. Cook for about 20 minutes until 
the potatoes & onions are soft. Stir occasionally.  If the 
potatoes/onions start to brown, lower the heat 
some. Drain the oil & combine the potato mixture with 
the eggs. Add the salt & mix well.  

 In a 10-inch by 2 ½ inch deep nonstick skillet, add the 
olive oil & heat over medium-high heat. Remove from 
the heat. Pour in the potato, egg, & onion mixture & 
spread evenly & shimmy the pan around to make sure it 
all settles in. Put back on the heat - lower the heat to 
medium-low & cook for 4 to 5 minutes, until the bottom 
of the omelet is very light brown. Using a flat ceramic 
plate, cover the frying pan & flip the omelet over onto 
the plate. Immediately slip the uncooked side back into 
the pan. Cook for another 4 to 5 minutes, until the 

other side is a very light brown.   

Remove the omelet from the pan to a plate & cut into 
wedges. Best served right away warm or at room 
temperature.   

RECIPE: Vegetarian Hash Brown Egg 
Casserole by unknown MOPS mom (sorry!) 

3 cups thawed hash browns 
½ cup cottage cheese 
7 oz bag mozzarella/asiago shredded cheese blend 
2 oz drained jar of sliced pimientos 
½ cup whole milk 
½ cup cheddar 
Salt & pepper 
 
Lay hash browns on the bottom of greased 7x11 pyrex.  
Mix everything else (except the cheddar) & pour on top.  
Then top with cheddar cheese.  Bake uncovered in a 
preheated oven @ 375° for 40 minutes.
